Non-Residential Recycling is

Mandatory!

In 1988, Pennsylvania passed Act 101,
Recycling and Waste Reduction Act, is the
act that got Pennsylvania recycling!

The Act requires recycling programs for
municipalities with a population of 10,000 or
more, or for municipalities with a population
of between 5,000 and 10,000 people and a
density of 300 people per square mile.

Non-residential establishments are required to
recycle. Non-residential is defined as commer-
cial, municipal, or institutional. Included in this

are apartment buildings with four or more units.

ACT 101, Section 1501 (c) (iii):
Municipal implementation of recycling programs
shall include, at a minimum, the following
elements:

Persons to separate ...

* High grade office paper * Aluminum
* Corrugated paper ® Leaf waste

and other materials deemed appropriate by the

municipality generated at cormmercial,

municipal or institutional establishments ...
